The information contained in this installation instruction is a quick reference guide. For detailed system information refer to the NAPCO's control
panel or SLC Module installation manual. This instruction is generic and will not address specific programming procedures.

GENERAL DESCRIPTION:

This installation guide applies to the FWC-FSLC-PULL Addtessable Manual Pull
Stations. These devices are powered by a Napco compatible Signaling Line Circuit
(SLC) utilizing the Napco (DCP) digital communications protocol. Each
FWC-FSLC-PULL module can be programmed (in EEPROM) with an address between
1 and 127 using the FWC-FSLC-PROG?2 handheld programmer (see Figure 1). Up to
126 FWC-FSLC-PULL manual pull stations can be used on the same SLC loop.

The FWC-FSLC-PULL stations mount to a single gang electrical back box as shown in
Fig. 2.

WIRING:
All wiring must conform to local codes, ordinances and regulations. The SLC wiring to
the FWC-FSLC-PULL manual pull stations can be wired in a Class B (style 4) or Class
